


1. Wallace C. Dayton Conservation and
Wildlife Area (13,000 acres)

• Non-contiguous aspen parkland tracts north of
Karlstad (these lands are remote and
interspersed among MN DNR’s Wildlife
Management Areas).

2. Glacial Ridge Project Area
(24,000 acres)

• Large prairie/wetland restoration within
boundary of Glacial Ridge National Wildlife
Refuge (these lands will be transferred to
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service by 2012).

• From Crookston, take U.S. Hwy 2 east for
approximately 12 miles. Go south on MN Hwy
32. The office is on the west side of the road.

• Open by written permission only (obtain from
contact below).

3. Bluestem Prairie SNA (4,199 acres)

• Large native prairie preserve.

• From Moorhead, drive east about 14 miles on
U.S. Hwy 10 to the intersection with MN Hwy 9.
Turn south and travel for 2 miles and then turn
east on 28th Avenue South and continue for
1.5 miles to the preserve office on the south side
of the road.

• Hunting by permit only on specific tracts within
preserve.

4. Pigeon River Cliffs (100 acres)

• Small forested tract along Canadian border.

• From Hovland, take Cty Rd 16 (Arrowhead Trail)
north approximately 15 miles to South Fowl Rd.
Turn right and travel approximately 1.5 miles to
where the road ends. Park here and walk north
on the road for approximately ¼ mile.

5. Sand Lake/Seven Beavers
(7,465 acres)

• Mostly forested and peatland habitats about
35 miles north of Two Harbors.

• From Two Harbors, take Cty Rd 2 approximately
35 miles to the public access on Greenwood
Lake. Proceed north on Cty Rd 2 for 2.8 miles.
Turn left onto the old logging road to park.

6. Clair Nelson Memorial Forest
(6,200 acres)

• Ownership of this tract will be by Lake County in
conjunction with MN DNR by fall 2007, but it will
remain open to hunting.

• Non-contiguous forested tracts east of MN Hwy 1
near Finland.

• From Finland, take Hwy 1 north 6.5 miles to
KC Rd. Go east on KC Rd to access the southern
tract. To access the northern tract, continue
north on Hwy 1 to the East General Grade State
Forest Rd and go east approximately 2.75 miles.
Turn right onto an unmarked forest road and
travel ½ mile.

7. Upper Manitou Forest (2,156 acres)

• Forested preserve near state and federal forests.

• From Finland, take Lake Cty Rd 7 towards the
Crosby-Manitou State Park entrance. Continue
approximately 2 miles past the park entrance to
Earl West Road. The preserve boundary is
approximately 3.5 miles from the intersection of
Earl West and Rte 7.

8. Lake Alexander (1,674 acres)

• Mature hardwoods forest preserve.

• From Little Falls take U.S Hwy 10 north to
Cushing then 5 miles north on Cty Rd 5.

• Open only for a collaborative youth archery deer
hunt by lottery through the MN DNR (see hunting
regulations booklet for application process).

9. Regal Meadow/Dean Anders
Knutson Memorial Addition
(110 acres)

• Mostly native wet prairie habitat near other
public lands.

• From Regal, drive west on MN Hwy 55 one mile.
Access point is on the south side of Hwy 55,
across the railroad tracks.

GENERAL RULES FOR PUBLIC USE OF
NATURE CONSERVANCY PRESERVES:

• No motor vehicles except on public roads.

• No cutting of vegetation or placement of permanent stands.

• No camping, fires or dumping of refuse.

• All applicable state and federal laws for hunting must be followed.
