Going, going, gone — Tiverton’s
forest wilderness is up for grabs

In the last three centuries,
global forest area has been
reduced by approximately 40
percent.

Stretching along Main Road from
Weetamoo Woods and Pardon Gray
Preserve, Tiverton's pristine forest
wilderness is one of the state’s few sites
that has remained unaltered for
centuries — but for how long?

The Nature Conservancy has an

By the fall of 2008the Conservancy
must raise $400,000 to complete the
purchase of an additional 260 acres of
these deep woods, bringing the total
acreage protected to 1,250 of the
2,000-acre forest.

So why do we need to protect the
largest tract of forest wilderness east of
Narragansett Bay?

To care for 1,000 species found
only in this forest ecosystem
including a globally-rare coastal
oak-holly forest community and
songbirds that require deep-forest
nesting areas to survive.

To safeguard our freshwater —
the forest protects precious streams
and groundwater that replenish
local wells and reservoirs that serve
densely settled neighborhoods on
Aquidneck Island.

To clean the air we breathe —
forests remove carbon dioxide
from the atmosphere and filter
airborne pollutants.
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To provide nesnesstiomd|, scientific
and educational opportunities —

the Conservancy and its partners
will use this site as a research lab
and classroom. On an annual basis,
walks will be held for nature lovers
of all ages to experience the
treasures of the deep woods.

To preserve our scenic vistas
the high forested ridgeline was
encountered by Tiverton's
founders and is still admired from
Main Road and Aquidneck Island.

Partnership is at the heart of this effort
to save Tiverton's wilderness, and the
Conservancy, Tiverton Land Trust, and
Tiverton Open Space Commission are
collaborating to protect and manage
these lands.

To date, the project’s fundraising goal
to save an additional 260 acres of forest
wilderness via an outright purchase is
