DDeessccrriippttiioonn:: About 6 inches long, covered with spots on its back and tail, including spots underneath its tail.
No external ear openings.
RRaannggee:: Within a rough circle outlined by Pecos, San Angelo, Austin, Corpus Christi and Laredo.
HHaabbiittaatt:: Sparsely vegetated areas with some bare ground. Upland savannas, plowed fields in places that origi-
nally were grasslands, thinly vegetated mesquite shrublands, semi-xeric mesquite and prickly pear brushlands,
and coastal prairie.
